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Meeting Minutes

December 18, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Treasurer Jeff Grim.  President Andy Smith was unable to attend the meeting. Jeff wished everyone Happy Holidays.

1.  Introduction of New Members - Two new members have joined the group. Tony Anicola works for Olympus and Scott Bedics has an interest in photographing architecture and also is interested in computers. 

2.  Secretary’s Report - The secretary’s report was dispensed with since it appears on the website.

3.  Treasurer’s Report - Jeff reported that this month saw the least activity so far. A total of $15 was added to the treasury .  The balance is $2012.44.  It was moved and seconded to accept the report.

4.  Membership Report - Alice Lipe reported that the club now has 81 members.

5.  Events Committee Report - Loretta Killian thanked those who braved the cold for the downtown Bethlehem shoot.  The January event will be held inside. On Wednesday, January 7 the club will rent a room at the Banana Factory to photograph still lifes.  Members are invited to bring objects to photograph as well as any lighting equipment they have.  The room will be available from 5:30 on.  It is possible that we will not have to rent the room. Members photos will be displayed on a clothesline at the Banana Factory for Bethlehem’s First Friday.  Photos to be displayed should be brought to the regular January meeting for hanging.

6.  Program Committee Report - Lee Friend reminded the group that there will be a program every other month.  Programs for February and April are in the works but have not been finalized yet. One program (possibly April) will be presented by Bob Christ, an outdoor photographer who lives in New Hope.  Availability and fee are in discussion. Other possible topics are “How Do I Do That?” which would be a presentation on techniques (e.g. panoramic shots, camera tossing, etc.) If anyone has expertise in a particular technique, please let Lee know. One of the club’s members, Frank Smith, recently traveled to Kashmir.  A possible program on his experiences may be presented. 

7.  Photo Assignments - Jeff announced that the winner of the November contest was Judy Zabrecky.. The December assignment subject is Symmetry. So far there is only one entry.  There was a question concerning the entries.  Originally there were three and two were removed.  All three were submitted by the same person and contest rules state that there should be one entry per person. Jeff reviewed some of the rules and reminded members who submit photos to not include anything that would make the photographer identifiable. Andy has the bowl with the slips to pick for the next subject so no choice was made.  Andy will select one slip and post the subject on the website.

8.  Old Business - There was no old business to discuss.

9.  New Business - TJ Delikat reported on some public relations projects.  Announcements will be placed on Channel 2 and flyers will be displayed throughout the area..  The first flyer will be targeted at people who received a new first camera for a holiday gift.  It will urge them to join the club.  The next flyer will be distributed in March for the new year “Membership Drive”.  These flyers will be previewed and critiqued before publishing.  

Members were asked to submit up to two photos taken in downtown Bethlehem for publication on the website.

Jeff reported that some people are requesting to vote for their own picture for the monthly assignment.  This will continue to be discussed on the Forum. All members are urged to give their opinions there.  As of now, members cannot vote for their own picture.

Scott Husted announced that SmugMug has donated a pro site. He proposed that the month assignment winner get a free account. This topic will be discussed in an executive meeting.

Alice Lipe asked everyone to pick up their name tags.  She has been bringing them to the meetings and would like to see them distributed.

Lee Friend introduced the speaker, Betsy Dallas.  Betsy has been a macro photographer for 3 years.  Her informative presentation covered equipment, lighting, exposure, and composition .  She included some pertinent websites.  Throughout the program, Betsy’s beautiful photographs were used as illustrations.
